City Council to Consider Annexation 

Ordinance  

On January 4th, the City Council will consider an 

ordinance to annex the 20-acre parcel that was subject 

of an advisory vote by the city electorate on 

November 3rd.  On May 4, 2015, the City of Mt. Angel 

received the request to annex and rezone a 20-acre 

parcel of property located in the urban growth 

boundary, west of city limits.  The Council referred the 

question of annexation to the electorate at the 

conclusion of a public hearing on Monday, July 6, 

2015.  At the November 3, 2015, election, the 

annexation request was approved by a majority of City 

voters.  Upon annexation, the parcel will be rezoned 

single-family residential (RS) from urban transition 

farm (UTF).  The Council will meet at 7 p.m. in the 

Library Community Room.  The public is welcome to 

attend.
